Inner City Law Center is proud to announce the launch of the
Los Angeles  HIV Law and Policy  Project  (LA HLPP)-a  new
collaborative  partnership  of  Disability  Rights  Legal  Center,
the AIDS Legal Services Project of the Los Angeles County
Bar Association, Inner City Law Center, and UCLA School of
Law.

LA  HLPP  will  provide  access  to  legal  services  and  policy
research support for the more than 60,000 people living with
HIV & AIDS in Los Angeles.

"There is a lack of needed legal resources for people living
with  HIV  or  AIDS  who  are  homeless  or  at  risk  of
homelessness to get them or keep them off the streets, to
improve their quality of life and long term health" said Amos
Hartston,  ICLC's  Chief  Counsel  and  Director  of  Legal
Services. This project will create a centralized intake system
that  clients  can call  for  brief  advice  and counseling,  legal
service screening, and robust referrals. LA HLPP will also set
up  education  and  outreach  programming  and  will  engage
local  legal  service  providers,  pro  bono  attorneys  and  law
student volunteers in a broad network of resources.

LA  HLPP's  four  partners  bring  expertise  in  the  areas  of
disability  rights  litigation  and client  intake/counseling;  pro
bono lawyer referral recruitment, coordination and oversight;
and HIV/AIDS law and policy work.
